HOW SHOULD |
BE PREPARED FOR EGD?

Prior to scheduling the procedure, you should inform the
Gastroenterologist of any concomitant health problems you
might have or any medications you might be taking.

To accomplish a safe and complete examination, your
stomach should be empty of food and fluid materials. This is
achieved by fasting for at least 6 hours before the procedure.

A signed informed consent form will be required before the
procedure.

HOW IS EGD DONE?

Af sedated, you will be sleepy for about half an hour afterwards.



HOW SAFE IS EGD?

AEGD is a safe procedure when done by trainehdoscopists
and when patients disclose all their pertinent medical
conditions.
